A division can be positioned in a particular place on the page.

DIVs
We saw divisions stacked one on top of another.
Divisions can be absolutely positioned by coordinates from the upper left corner.
A division may be made to float left or float right.
If it floats left, it will appear to the left side of another division.
If it floats right, it will appear to the right side of a division.
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
