What is HTML?
[bookmark: _GoBack]A markup language for text documents
Add tags for boldface, title, etc. <b>…<b>
For nontext elements: tags for downloading additional non-text files
Browsers render the webpage according to the tag instructions
Modern website development environments such as Dreamweaver hide most HTML from users
But not all

<doctype …>		Describes the HTML version used.
<head>			Most tags have < > and </ > elements
			Head section has metainformation about the webpage!

<body>			Body section has the information about the webpage content and formatting

Title appears in the title bar at the top of the webpage.

Hyperlink
<a>...</a>
An anchor element is called an anchor because web designers can use it to anchor a URL to some text on a web page. When users view the web page in a browser, they can click the text to activate the link and visit the page whose URL is in the link.
In HTML, an anchor can be either the origin or the target (destination) end of a hyperlink.
With the attribute href (hypertext reference), the anchor becomes a hyperlink to either another part of the document or another resource (e.g. a webpage) using an external URL.
In most graphical browsers, when the cursor hovers over a link, it typically changes into a hand with a stretched index finger, and the title appears in some way (varies according to browser). Some browsers render alt text the same way, though this is technically incorrect.
Style
<style>...</style>
Specifies a style for the document, usually in the form:
<style type="text/css"> ... </style>
Can either act as a container for style instructions or link to external stylesheets – for example, in CSS, with @import directives of the form:
<style> @import url; </style>[10]
Scripts
A script is a short program that executes.
<script>...</script>
Places a script in the document. Also usable in the head and in inline contexts.
Note: SCRIPT is not itself either a block or inline element; by itself it should not display at all, but it can contain instructions to dynamically generate either both block or inline content.
