Cascading Style Sheets
Introduction
In word processing documents, you can style text as you write (boldface, font, size, etc.).
Professional writers instead create styles for Title, Heading 1, Normal text, etc.
Styles specify how particular type of text will be formatted
Advantages
Styles can be thought through ahead of time or even after completion.
Styles for headings and other elements are consistent
When styles are modified, all text elements in the document are updated automatically.
HTML also has styles
Overall, styles separate content from presentation
This allows design to be created systematically
This allows design to be changed easily
This even allows different designs to be applied for different devices.
Example
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Recap Attributes
Tags and attributes
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Inline Styles
Built into a tag.
Only effects a single element.
Has none of the benefits of general styles
<h1 style=”color:red; font-size:18pt”>First Level Heading</h1>
Style is an attribute, but it does not have a single value within its quotes
Color and size are properties
Property values (red and 18pt) are not placed within quotations
Properties are separated by semicolons (;)

Styles in the Head Element
Controls the contents of certain elements in the Body.

p {font-size: 12 pt; color: blue}

Here, h1, h2, and p are selectors
Syntax using multiple lines
Selector [h1, p, etc.]
{
Property: value;
Property: value
}


Style Sheet
Place styles in a separate webpage
Typically uses extension .css
Why?
No need to add styles to each webpage
If update the style sheet, all webpages updated automatically
In the webpage to be controlled by the style sheet
In the head, put the following
<head>
<title>About Styles</title>
<link href=”style.css” rel=”stylesheet” type:”text/css”>
<style type=”text/css”>
h1, h2 {font-size:14pt; color: white; background-color: black}
p {font-size: 12 pt; color: blue}
</style>
</head>
Style.css is the name of the style sheet file
If it is not in the same directory as the style sheet, a relative reference must be used
The rel attribute specifies the relationship between the current document and the linked document
Type specifies that the format of the style sheet is pure text with css information
Style sheet format:
h1, h2 {font-size:14pt; color: white; background-color: black;}
p {font-size: 12 pt; color: blue; }
just put in the rules. No need for <style>…</style>
Why are they called cascading style sheets?
A particular element may have several style rules that are conflicting.
The nearest rule to the element takes precedence.
An inline style always has precedence because it is right in the element
If <link>comes after <style> in the head, <link> will be closer to body elements and will have precedence
If <style>comes after <link> in the head, <style> will be closer to body elements and will have precedence
Specifying Colors
By Name
Some colors can be specified by name
color:red
In HTML 5 and CSS, there are 17 standard colors plus 130 more.
The 17 standard colors are: aqua, black, blue, fuchsia, gray, grey, green, lime, maroon, navy, olive, purple, red, silver, teal, white, and yellow

RGB
More generally, colors are specified by RGB (red, green, blue) values
Each of the 3 colors can range from 0 (none) to 255 (full)
Example
color:rgb(255,0,0)
Colors are Often Specified by Hexadecimal Value
Base 16
0 to 255 in decimal is 00 to FF in hex
In style specifications, plase a # before the RGB value
color:#FFFFFF
dolor:#0000FF
Websites such as Kuler Typically give Hex Values
They are more compact than decimal values, and you don’t have to put in rgb and parentheses.
If two hex values are the same for a color, usually only one is shown.
So #FF0000
Is shown as #F00
